(122 cm) from the rear of the washer so that the inlet
hoses reach the washer.

For best performance, the washer must be installed on a solid floor. Wood floors may need to be reinforced
to minimize vibration and/or unbalanced loads. Carpeting and soft tile surfaces do not provide good

resistance to vibrations and may cause the washer to move slightly during the spin cycle.

For pure, new woolen items, curtains, and silk items, check
the labels on the items.

STEP 2 Empty pockets

Empty all the pockets of your laundry items

Metal objects such as coins, pins, and buckles on clothing may damage other laundry items as well as
the drum.

Zippers should be closed
and fixed with a string.
